DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00 AM Saturday, April 19th for food and equipment inspection, bike packing  and assignment to vehicles.   We cannot leave on time if people show up late.    The troop will depart at 8:30 SHARP AM.  To catch the 9:20 am ferry.  Since we cannot start the Coast Guard tour without everyone, it is critical that all vehicles are on the same ferry, the 9:20 am ferry.

PROGRAM
We take the Edmonds to Kingston ferry and drive Sequim Bay State Park (to reserve camp sites – max 8 per site) than travel to the Coast Guard Air Station in Port Angeles (Ediz Hook).Add something about doing the CG Station tour.   Bring a sack lunch to eat at the Coast Guard Air Station.  Offload bikes and form two groups, those riding 23 miles to Sequim Bay State Park, and those riding the shorter portion- distance and pull out point to be decided there.  Scouts will have 4 hours to ride.   The trail is relatively flat.  Upon arrival at Sequim Bay State Park, patrols will set up their patrol areas and prepare the evening meal.   This campground is a good place for capture the flag & German spotlight.   Campfire program Saturday evening.   Patrols should bring songs from the Troop Song Book.   Breakfast, chapel and advancement Sunday morning prior to departure. 

ROUTE
I-5 to Edmonds-Kingston ferry (departs 9:20).   Follow signs to Hood Canal Bridge, take Hwy 101 to Port Angeles.  Go through town follow signs for Coast Guard Air Station Ediz Hook.    Gather at the security gate for entry as a group.  
EQUIPMENT

· Each scout must have a properly functioning bike.   (There will be a warm-up and maintenance bike ride on Saturday, April 12th, not mandatory for this trip)  

· This is a several hour bike trip.  Prepare accordingly, bring plenty of water, although water is available along the trail.  Have high energy snacks for the trail ride, raingear for riding in the rain, and a change of clothes in camp.   Each biker should have equipment to change out a flat tire- inner tube patch kit or spare inner tube and air pump.  
· Bikers are required to bike in groups of at least 2.  NO scout is allowed to bike solo.   
· Bring walkie talkie radios if you have them.
· Campfires are allowed in designated campfire rings only, and wood is available for purchase at the state park.  Patrol gear should include a light ax or hatchet and a small saw. 

· 10+ Essentials items; including extra clothing and rain gear,  gloves for cold weather (suitable to wear while biking),  sun protection, map(provided), water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, p0cket knife, first-aid kit, flashlight & batteries, overnight camping gear including warm sleeping bag and an insulated pad.  Avoid cotton clothing (like jeans), stick with polypropylene, fleece and synthetics. 
· Water and toilet facilities will be available at the campsite.  
· Scouts must be prepared for wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and a dining fly, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves, fuel and firewood.  Each Scout should bring 50 feet of cord. 
FOOD
Patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and Breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.   Bring a sack lunch and/or trail food for Saturday lunch, and Sunday lunch (or cash for fast-food) on the way back.  

FEE $20.00 CASH covers transportation, campground.   Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your Patrol for food (adults too).   

RETURN     Upon completion of Breakfast, Chapel and Advancement, return via Kingston Ferry.  Drivers may opt to stop for lunch prior to boarding Kingston Ferry.   Plan to arrive at the Wedgwood Presbyterian Church between 2-3 PM.
