DESTINATION
 Mountaineers Meany Lodge, Stampede Pass east of Snoqualmie Pass.
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am
 Saturday, September 18
.  The troop will depart at 8:30am
 sharp.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions in the parking lot.


Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Forest Service Trail Park Permit
 ($5/day or $30/year).   Expect to leave early enough to arrive at the snow park at least half an hour before the departure time so that you can put on boots and load gear before the cat leaves.

PROGRAM

Winter Wonderland Playground.  Mountaineers Meany Lodge at Sampede Pass.    Enjoy snowshoeing, cross-country skiing, and lift-assisted backcountry and downhill skiing, telemarking and snowboarding. Or take lessons in all winter sports from the Meany Winter Sports Academy.  Meany has 32 named ski down hill runs from milk-toast mild to XX steeps and deeps.  Intermediate and above skiers and boarders may be asked to be towed in and out behind the tractor carrying their gear.
ROUTE
Driving:  Proceed East from Seattle on I-90 to exit 62. Turn right and proceed about 1/2 mile to the Crystal Springs Sno-Park.  You will need to display your snow park permit in your windshield.  Further directions and maps distributed in the Church lot before departure.  All vehicles should carry chains, shovel, and an ice scraper.
Access:  Access to the lodge is via snow cat.  Intermediate and above skiers and boarders may be asked to be towed in and out behind the tractor carrying their gear.  Novice skiers will ride in the snow cat.
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight stay at Meany Lodge, but use a  backpack.  Bring a sleeping bag, pillow if desired - mattresses are provided- toiletries, flashlight, snowshoes, skis, boots, poles, snowboard, snowboarding boots.  Ski clothes should be old and can stand up to the rope tow - GOR-TEX WILL SHRED! Notice how much duct tape the committee members wear and where they wear it. Pairs of thick leather gloves that protect you from the rope tow and liners underneath. These are available for purchase from the Hut chairman or at Hardware stores. Bring sandals or other light footwear for inside the Lodge- NO BOOTS OR SKI SHOES ARE PERMITED ABOVE THE BASEMENT FLOOR.  There is limited room on the snowcat and skiers are generally expected to carry their own gear.  Pack using a backpack.  Don't bring more stuff than you can carry on skis or snowshoes in case the big cat isn't available to haul it out for you.
Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold
.  Bring water bottles for getting up to the lodge and snowshoeing and cross-country skiing.
FOOD
Lunch, Dinner, and Breakfast will be provided.  There is no need to bring any food to Meany. All meals are provided. Snacks and beverages are available throughout the day as well.  You may want trail food if required to walk or ski in.  All food brought in MUST be stored in the cabinets provided at the lodge.  NO FOOD is to remain in any pack.  Patrol leaders will inspect packs for food.

$14.00 CASH 
 covers transportation and permits.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol ( all adults, too) for food expenses at the planning meeting Sept. 13.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at cars at the trailhead between 1-2pm.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
