PROGRAM
We take the Anacortes Ferry to Friday Harbor, San Juan Island.  Gather in the WA State Ferry Parking lot, scouts will walk-on with their bikes.  Only a few equipment vehicles carrying camping gear will take the Ferry.   All other vehicles will remain in the parking lot.  Upon arrival at Friday Harbor, San Juan Island, Scouts will break out into two groups, fast and slow, and proceed to San Juan State Park. (See map with route).   Scouts will not go slower than the adult bikers at the end of their group.  Breakfast, chapel and advancement on Sunday morning prior to departure.  Scouts will break out into two groups; those taking the long route via American Camp/Cattle Point (24 miles) and those taking the short route via Limekiln State Park (12 miles) to Friday Harbor. 

ROUTE: I-5N to Exit 230/Burlington-Anacortes, Route 20 West to San Juan Island Ferries.  (See map for detailed direction).  Anacortes to Friday Harbor ferry departs at 9:35 AM.  

EQUIPMENT

· Each scout must have a properly functioning bike.   (There will be a warm-up and maintenance bike ride on Saturday, April 11th, not mandatory, but highly recommended for this trip)  

· This is a several hour bike trip.  Prepare accordingly, bring plenty of water and high energy snacks for the road/trail ride. 

· Each biker should have equipment to change out a flat tire.  
· Bikers are required to bike in groups.  NO scout is allowed to bike solo.   
· Campfires are allowed and wood is available for purchase at the state park.  

· 10 Essentials items
· Water and toilet facilities will be available at the campsite.  
FOOD
The troop will eat as patrols, so plan accordingly.  Adults in attendance will eat with the patrols.  Patrols must invite their adult and staff guests at the Monday troop meeting prior to the trip. Bring a sack lunch and trail food for Saturday, and Sunday lunch (or cash for fast-food) on the way back.   Since we will be biking Sunday, be sure to have extra food for the pedal back to Friday Harbor.

FEE $20.00 CASH covers transportation, campground.   Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your Patrol for food (all adults too).   

RETURN     Upon completion of Breakfast, Chapel and Advancement, return to Friday Harbor via bikes in time to catch  2:15 PM Ferry to Anacortes.  Scouts may opt for lunch at Friday Harbor prior to boarding Anacortes Ferry.   Plan to arrive at the Wedgwood Presbyterian Church between 5-6 PM.
