PROGRAM 
This is considered to be our annual NEW BOY HIKE but all scouts are invited and encouraged to attend. This outing is going to be jam packed with fun activities. There will be canoeing, swimming, camping, bar​be-que, Michael Steckler's Eagle project and even a short hike to an old-fashioned country store. Each Scout team will use their finely honed canoeing and orienteering skills to navigate their way through the three connected lakes via shallow canals. Overnight camping will be at a carefully selected spot at the County Park next to the proposed Eagle project site. Scouts will be on or in the water all weekend so it is mandatory that they pass the Boy Scout swim test and will be in a canoe with at least one Scout that has passed the canoe merit badge. Since this is touted as a new boy hike we will be considering parents to be "new boys" and will be invited to meet at Steckler's cabin on the last lake. Parents are encouraged to help with the driving and are welcome to help with the Eagle project and partake in the activities over the weekend, as well as checking in at Steckler's cabin. 

ROUTE   Driving: Seattle to Lake Roesiger , Take 35-north to 522 all the way to Monroe, East on Hwy 2 and turn Left at Woods Creek 
Road. Stay to the right for 11 miles until you turn right at South Lake Roesiger road. Right at the Y and % mile on the left is the boat 
launch. One mile beyond is Tulloch Road where adults can go to Steckler's cabin. 322 S Tulloch Rd. Snohomish is the address. 
206-909-9753. These are the same directions to Camp Brinkley except you would be turning left on Tulloch to Steckler's cabin 
AKA Tulloch Post. 

EQUIPMENT:  Canoe Equipment: Each scout "team" will be responsible for its own canoe. This will be your mode of transportation on the 

outing. Canoes are available through the troop or from private parties, check with your patrol leader. This would be an 

excellent time to talk about purchasing a troop canoe trailer for future EQUIPMENT outings. Each canoe will need to 

have a paddle, PFD, bailer, and sponge for each participant plus an extra paddle and PFD. 



This trip is an overnight backpack hike. Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace -i.e. leave only footprints, take only 


pictures -so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully. Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for 


possible conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and ftre starters, a 


pocketknife, fIrst-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag. 



Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold. Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining 


fIys, water-puriftcation supplies, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfIres 

may be permitted in this area). It would be advisable to bring a water proof bag for personal belongings or even anything 


you don't want to get wet while canoeing. 

FOOD 
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Friday and Saturday and breakfast on Saturday and Sunday. Each patrol will 
invite an adult to join them. Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other 
arrangements like taking a canoe expedition to the trailhead that leads to the country store.

20.00 CASH covers transportation and permits. Provide an additional CASH to your patrol (all adults, too) 


for food expenses at the troop meeting Monday June 22nd• 

RETURN 
Troop will break camp Sunday after Chapel and canoe back to the boat launch where they will load the
canoes and head back to Seattle.
