DESTINATION Colchuck Lake, Wenatchee National Forest

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 6:30 am  Saturday, September 22nd.    The troop will depart no later than 7:00pm.  It is a 2.5 hour drive to Leavenworth to pick up the permit, then another ½ hour to the trailhead.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions will be supplied in the parking lot.

PROGRAM
 The trip is an overnight backpack hike limited by permit camping to two groups of eight with two adults and 6 boys per group.   The two separate groups cannot camp together.    Both groups will hike a relatively easy 4.1 miles in and 2,300 vertical feet up on Saturday to arrive at Colchuck Lake.    The next day, weather permitting, and if one group has enough strong adult and scout hikers and the will, will get up at dawn and hike up Aasgard Pass (very hard- 2200 feet up in one mile) and then spend the day exploring the Upper  Enchantments in their fall yellow colors.   This is a vigorous  hike for the older most fit boys (i.e, those that completed the recent 50 miler), but one of the more fantastic sights in Washington.    The second group of less experienced will enjoy sleeping in on Sunday and having a hot  breakfast and more exploring and fishing and more leisurely walk out  to the trailhead.     
Fishing should be good at  any of the Enchantment lakes, so scouts are encouraged to bring fishing gear.   

ROUTE
Driving:  North to US 2 in Monroe, then over Stevens Pass to Leavenworth, then drive up Icicle Creek after we pick up our two permits

EQUIPMENT
Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  This is camping in a wilderness so bring your 10+ essentials including, extra clothing and the best rain gear you have for possible wet conditions, with snow a real possibility.  Also bring sun protection, compass, water bottle, trail food, hat, sunglasses, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a very warm sleeping bag and wool hat and gloves.    

Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and sub freezing cold
 at night.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tarps and dining flys, water-purification supplies, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are not permitted in this area).

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday.  Breakfast on Sunday is each Scouts responsibility.  Provide your own trail food and lunch for Saturday and Sunday.

FEE
$20.00 CASH  covers transportation and permit fee.  Troop 166 will cover additional transportation & campground expenses.  An additional $10.00 cash to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses and dining out at the planning meeting should be ample.  Patrols will plan meals at a pre-hike meeting on Monday, September 17th
RETURN
The group the explores the Enchantments  will arrive back at the trailhead around  3 pm Sunday and Group A will arrive around 1 pm at the Colchuck Lake trailhead and each will depart separately to arrive in Seattle approximately 3 hours later.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
