DESTINATION
 Fort Warden State Park, Port Townsend, Olympic Peninsula.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am
 Saturday, November 4th.  The troop will depart at 8:30am
 sharp in hopes of catching the 9:40 AM ferry at Edmonds.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions will be distributed in the parking lot.

LEADERSHIP


ADULT:

PROGRAM

This is a car camp to a historic former fort designed to help defend Puget Sound.   A 1 ½ to 2 hour trail maintenance service project is planned at the Park in lieu of campground fees.  Fort Warden offers 12 miles of hiking trails, beach combing, a large field for sports play, horseshoe pits, and a basketball court.  The Coast Artillery Museum has exhibits of Coastal Artillery history with special emphasis on the Harbor Defenses of Puget Sound.  Visitors can view a three-dimensional scale model of Battery Kinzie, showing the design and structure of the massive fortifications, and the emplacements for the two 12-inch disappearing guns that were kept in readiness for possible attack from 1910 to 1943. Campfire program Saturday evening.  Patrols will prepare and practice skits prior to the program.

ROUTE
Driving:  From Seattle take the Edmonds/Kingston ferry (crossing time about 30 minutes), and travel to the Hood Canal Bridge. Cross the bridge and in about five miles turn right onto Hwy. 19 north through Chimacum to Port Townsend. With normal traffic, it is one hour from Kingston to Fort Worden State Park.

EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight car camp and service project.  Bring suitable change of cloths for performing trail brush clearing, work gloves, and brush trimmers if you have them.  Be sure to put your name on your tools.   Bring your 10+ essentials
 including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet conditions, sun protection, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.   Scouts must be prepared for potential wet and cold weather
.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, hatchet or light ax, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves, and fuel.  Campfires
 are permitted in fire pits.

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$23.00 CASH covers transportation and ferry tickets.  Provide additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol, or whatever patrols decide (all adults, too) for food expenses at the planning meeting October 30th.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the church between 2 and 3 PM Sunday Nov. 5th.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.

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�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  Where fires are allowed (such as in state parks and NF campgrounds, you might advise Scouts that for a campfire, wood must be brought along.  Practically, no wood may be gathered on site any more, both in fact and “being prepared,” as well as for practicing front-country Leave No Trace.  Where fires are allowed would be good for Dutch oven cookery, too.  You can check with the ranger about firewood availability.
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
