TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN
Goat Lake
Sept 12 -13, 2009


DESTINATION Goat Lake.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00 AM Saturday, September 12.  The troop will depart at 8:30 AM sharp.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions in the parking lot.


Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Northwest Forest Pass ($5/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM
Because this hike will be into a Wilderness area, we are required by Scouting and Forest Service policy to split into groups of no more than 12 people (including 2 adults) per group and maintain ½ mile distance between groups, including campsites.  One group will camp at one end of the lake and one at the other end.  Goat Lake is surrounded by the woods with an impressive cirque on the south side, and offers fair fishing.   Campfire program Saturday evening if there is no burn ban for the weekend.

ROUTE
Driving:  From Seattle take I-5 North to Exit 194. Follow Highway 2 East for 2.3 miles, stay in left lane, go to Lake Stevens Highway 204 East, in 2.2 miles take left (north) on Highway 9 to Lake Stevens, in 1.7 miles take right (east) on Highway 92 to Granite Falls, in 8.4 miles turn left (north) to Mountain Loop Highway, follow the Highway for 30.6 miles. Gravel road starts from this point. Turn left at junction and continue for another 3.4 miles to the Elliot Creek Road #4080. There is no sign indicating the junction with road #4080 on MLH, but it is there right after you turn on it. Follow the road for about 0.7 mile to the trailhead at the gate.
Hiking:  The trail goes on the old logging road. It climbs gradually through the woods for about 2.5 miles (offering several spots with views of the mountains) following with a short downhill. The road ends about 1.3 mile before reaching Goat Lake. The trail starts climbing steeper and follows an old puncheon wagon road where the remains of it can be seen in some places. Beautiful McIntosh Falls are on the right.


Distance:  4.5 miles one way


Hiking Time:  2 hours


Trailhead Elevation:  1900 ft


Elevation Gain:  1300 ft


Difficulty:  Moderate

EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight backpack hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  

Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, water-purification supplies, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are not permitted in this area).

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$20.00 CASH  covers transportation and permits.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol ( all adults, too) for food expenses at the planning meeting Sept. 13.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at cars at the trailhead between 1-2pm.  Troop will return to church 3-5pm.
