Olympic Hot Springs
October 15 & 16, 2005

DESTINATION

Olympic Hot Springs, Olympic National Park.  Camp at Elwha Campground up the Elwha River entrance.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am
 Saturday, October 15th.  The troop will depart at 8:30am
 sharp in hopes of catching the 10:10 or 10:45 ferry.  Rosters, maps, & driving instructions will be handed out in the parking lot.  Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Camping permit displayed on their dashboard- obtainable at the campground.

 PROGRAM

This outing will be car camping at Elwha campground in the Olympic National Park with a day hike to the famous Olympic Hot Springs where one can relax in warm sulfur fed springs and pools  which lie above the whitewater rapids of Boulder Creek. Campfire program Saturday evening.  Patrols should bring songs to sing from the Troop Song Book, and should PRACTICE them at Troop meetings prior to the outing.  Ditto for Chapel Services, skits, and other aspects of the outing.

ROUTE
Driving:  I-5 North to Edmonds Ferry.  From Ferry, go north towards Port Gamble and cross the Hood Canal Bridge. Take Highway 101 to Sequim and Port Angeles. Continue West on Hwy 101 from Port Angeles 8.5 miles to the Elwha River Road (it may be labeled Olympic Hot Springs Road).  Enter the Park at the Elwha entrance and follow this road to the Elwha Campground where we will rendezvous and stake out campsites prior to going to the hot springs.  From the campground take the Olympic Hot Springs Road.  On the way you will pass Observation Point where there's a good view of the valley.    The hot springs trailhead is about 5 miles past Altair campground ( campground is closed in winter).

Hiking: The hot springs are 2.5 miles from the trailhead on an unimproved road.  Clusters of steaming springs and pools await you.  The springs’ pools lie sandwiched between a lush forest of fir and hemlock and the whitewater rapids of Boulder Creek. There are a total of seven bubbly soakers in a variety of sizes and temperatures.  Temperatures range from lukewarm to 138 degrees F.  Be prepared to get wet.  
EQUIPMENT
A bathing suit and a towel are needed to soak in the pools.  A poncho to change under is advised.  Bring your Scout book to work on requirements.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  As always, bring your 10+ essentials
 including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map (provided) and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag and an insulating pad.  Avoid cotton clothing (like jeans), and stick with polypropylene, fleece and other synthetics.

Scouts must be prepared for wet weather and cold
.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and a dining fly, water-purification supplies are needed as Guardia is present (the campground has no drinking water during winter season which may have started), sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves, fuel, and firewood.  Each scout should bring 50 feet or cord.  Campfires
 are permitted in the campground 
in designated campfire rings only.  Patrol Gear should include a light axe or hatchet and a small saw.  Black Bears can be present so be prepared to store ALL toiletries and food in vehicles

FOOD
Each individual will bring lunch for Saturday and lunch or cash Sunday.  The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  

FEE
$25.00 CASH covers transportation and permits for each scout and non-driver adult.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH (or whatever patrols decide is enough) to your patrol (adults, too) for food expenses at the planning meeting October 10th.

RETURN
Troop will depart campground between 11am and 12pm.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.

�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  Include an overview of the location (with more in the “Program” section, if helpful).


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  The more promptly everyone can arrive, the more promptly the departure, and the less time waiting(!)  Emphasis here so this is the time seen at a glance.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  Target depending on travel time and outing; determined by sponsor, adult leaders and PLC.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  Include a couple sentences why this outing is appealing to Scouts.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  This list is for parents and new Scouts.  Include a checklist if that is required.  For example: include a ‘dining fly’ IN ADDITION TO a tent or tarp in the patrol list (see attached)


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  or “for wet weather”, or “frost, snow, or ice”.  Note any special items in large or bold.  Verify that the SPL will help the new Scouts notice.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  Where fires are allowed (such as in state parks and NF campgrounds, you might advise Scouts that for a campfire, wood must be brought along.  Practically, no wood may be gathered on site any more, both in fact and “being prepared,” as well as for practicing front-country Leave No Trace.  Where fires are allowed would be good for Dutch oven cookery, too.  You can check with the ranger about firewood availability.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��  Ideally, no campfires in the backcountry, Wilderness or not, as good Leave No Trace practice.  You can check with the ranger about particulars.
