DESTINATION

Peshatin Pinnacles hiking.  Camp at Wenatchee Confluence  State Park.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am
 Saturday, October 7th.  The troop will depart at 8:30am
 sharp.  Rosters, maps, & driving instructions will be handed out in the parking lot.

PROGRAM

This outing will be car camping at Wenatchee Confluence State Park near Leavenworth in Eastern Washington with a stop at Peshastin Pinnacles for hiking.

	Peshastin Pinnacles State Park is a 34-acre desert park featuring a group of sandstone slabs and spires called "the pinnacles." Spires reach 200 feet into the air. Trails provide views of surrounding orchards, the Enchantment Mountain Range, and the Wenatchee River valley.  Wenatchee Confluence State Park is a 197-acre year round camping park at the confluence of the Wenatchee and Columbia rivers. The park has two personalities. The North Confluence is urban and recreational where camping is done.  The South Confluence is a wetland natural area.  The park has shaded, grassy areas, sports fields, a roped off river swimming beach, a boat launch and walking access to the Horan Natural Area.  


Campfire program Saturday evening.  Patrols should bring songs to sing from the Troop Song Book, and should PRACTICE them at Troop meetings prior to the outing.  Ditto for Chapel Services, skits, and other aspects of the outing.

ROUTE
Peshatin Pinnacles:  I-90 to Hwy 97 Blewett Pass.  Turn East onto Hwy 2, Turn left on North Dryden Rd., and follow signs to park.

            
Wenatchee Confluence: Take U.S. Hwy. 2 east, and look for park signs as you enter Wenatchee. Take Easy St. exit, and head south. Turn left at first traffic light on Penny Rd., then turn right onto Chester Kimm St. Continue to T-intersection, and turn left onto Old Station Rd. Continue past railroad tracks. Park is on the right.  14 miles from Peshatin Pinnacles Park.
Hiking:     
Peshatin Pinnacles: Park provides 1.5 miles of hiking along rocky cliffs. Park visitors should bring their own water.  Wenatchee Confluence:  The Park offers three interpretive kiosks and an interpretive trail in the Horan Natural Area. Muskrat and beaver may be seen in the rivers here.  The sports field offers opportunities for Frisbee, soccer, capture the flag and other large field games.

EQUIPMENT
Sturdy hiking shoes or boots, a sack lunch to eat at Peshatin Pinnacles.  Flag, Frisbee, soccer ball, other sporting equipment for play at Wenatchee Confluence.  A bathing suit and a towel are optional if you’re brave enough to swim.  Bring your Scout book to work on requirements.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures.  As always, bring your 10+ essentials
 including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet conditions, sun protection, water bottle, trail food, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag and an insulating pad.  

Scouts must be prepared for wet weather and cold
.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and a dining fly, water is available at the campground.  Bring sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves, fuel, and firewood.  Each scout should bring 50 feet of cord.  Campfires
 are permitted in the campground 
in designated campfire rings only.  Patrol Gear should include a light axe or hatchet and a small saw.  

FOOD
Each individual will bring lunch for Saturday and lunch or cash for Sunday.  The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  

FEE
$29.00 CASH covers transportation and campground fees for each scout and non-driver adult.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH (or whatever patrols decide is enough) to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses at the planning meeting October 10th.

RETURN
Troop will depart campground between 11am and 12pm.  Troop will call the phone tree on the way back.
