Racehorse Creek/Raser State Park
March 11 & 12, 2006


DESTINATION
 Fossil collecting at Racehorse Creek then car camping at Raser St. Park.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am
 Saturday, March 18.  The troop will depart at 8:30am
 sharp.  Rosters and maps provided in the parking lot.


We will first go to Racehorse Creek to collect fossils then drive to Raser St. Park on Hwy 20.

PROGRAM

We will examine and collect plant fossils at Racehorse Creek then drive to Raser State Park for overnight car camping.  The park has 4,000 feet of low-bank riverfront along the Skagit River, a large field and playground equipment.
 Campfire program Saturday evening at the group campfire pit.  Scouts must prepare and practice skits before hand.

ROUTE
Driving:  Maps and Roster will be provided in parking lot.  Take I-5 North to exit number 230 HWY 20 towards Burlington.  Follow signs for Hwy 20 through Burlington drive about 5 miles to Sedro Woolley.  Turn left, North, onto Hwy 9.  Drive about 22 miles then turn right onto Hwy 542, “Mt. Baker Hwy”.  If you reach Deming, you have gone too far.  Follow Hwy 542 East 2.5 miles then turn Right onto Mosquito lake road.  Drive 1 mile then Left onto North Fork Road- drive 5 miles to collection site on unimproved road.

Racehorse Creek to Raser St. Park.   Retrace our path to Hwy 9, then South on Hwy 9 to Sedro Woolley.  Turn Left onto Hwy 20, East bound continue for approximately 15 miles to Lusk Road. Turn right (south) onto Lusk Road and continue for 1.0 mile. Turn left (east) onto Cape Horn Road and continue for 1.0 mile. The main park entrance is located on the right.  
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight car camp and fossil collection.  Bring individual rock hammers (sledge hammer or picks- 1 per patrol if desired), work gloves if desired, a shoebox and newspaper to keep fossils safe.  Safety glasses or safety goggles are required if you plan to break rocks- prescription lenses are NOT acceptable.  Scouts without safety glasses will not be permitted to be near those breaking rocks.  A safety perimeter will be established where rock breaking will occur.  Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold
.  Patrols are required to bring rope for rock breaking perimeter, sufficient tents, tarps, dining flys and rope to string them, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel.  Campfires
 are permitted in fire pits
. 

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$24.00 CASH covers transportation and camping fee.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol (adults, too), or the amount determined by your Patrol for food expenses at the planning meeting March 6th.

RETURN
Troop will leave Raser State Park between 1-2pm.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
