TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN

Millersylvania, January 30-31, 2010


LOCATION:
The January outing will be held at the Millersylvania State Park Environmental Learning Center (ELC).  The park is located just south of Olympia.   The land was originally homesteaded by Squire Lathum in 1855 and was donated to the state in 1921.  There is a dining hall and group cabins situated on the western shore of Deep Lake.

DEPARTURE:
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00 AM Saturday, January 30.  The troop will depart at 8:30 AM sharp.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions will be passed out in the parking lot.

PROGRAM:
We’ll rendezvous at Millersylvania ELC.  Unload cars and move gear into cabins.  Possible program from the Ranger about importance of area.  Weather permitting, canoeing and a polar bear swim are possible activities (canoes available onsite).  Dinner is to be prepared in provided kitchen space. Dinner will be followed by campfire and programs so bring firewood and a skit, song or story.   Sunday will be Scout breakfast followed by morning Chapel Service and then an activity planned by the patrol leaders.  Heading back about noon, plan on a sack lunch for the ride home or be subjected to the dining likes of your driver.  

ROUTE:
Leave the church promptly at 8:30 AM.  The park is about 80 miles south, a one-and-a-half hour drive.  After getting onto I-5 South, drive 71 miles to exit 99.  Turn left onto 93rd Ave SW (WA 121 S).  After 1.5 miles turn right on Tilley Rd S (WA 121 S) and drive another 3 miles to the park entrance.  First driver to arrive should contact Jacob (360-753-1519) for the keys.  Parking is at the west side of Deep Lake near the ELC.

EQUIPMENT:
This is a cabin camp outing.  Troop 166 practices leave no trace.  That applies to cabin camps as well.  Bring a sleeping bag and pillow (bunks are provided but no linen), firewood (one log apiece), warm clothing and rain gear.  Swimsuits for optional polar bear swim.  Cooking and cleaning equipment are available onsite.  All cabins as well as the dining hall will be meticulously cleaned before departure; patrol leaders will make appropriate duty assignments.

FOOD:
Dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday will be prepared as troop meals and the SPL will coordinate cooking and cleanup assignments with the patrol leaders.  Cooking and cleaning supplies are available in the kitchen.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday.

FEE:
$20.00 CASH covers transportation and permits.  Additional money (amount to be determined by the PLC) will be collected to cover the costs of the two troop meals.

RETURN:
The troop will arrive back at the church parking lot between 3 to 4 PM on Sunday.  Scouts will call the phone tree contact on the way back.

Signed permission slips and $20.00 CASH or check are due Monday January 25 at the troop meeting or by no later than Wednesday, January 27 at the troop committee meeting.
