Camano Island Bike Hike & camp
4/24/2010 to 4/25/2010

DESTINATION
Camano Island Bike Tour and Camp (Camano Island State park)
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Saturday, April 24th for equipment inspection, bike loading and assignment to vehicles.  The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.

PROGRAM
Drive to Camano Island State Park.  Reserve camp site.  Cyclists then embark upon loop tour to the southern tip of the island.  Upon return to the State park, patrols will set up their campsites, eat lunch, and begin afternoon activities.  The beach is a good place for beach combing, chucking rocks into Puget Sound, capture the flag, and German spotlight.  We will have a campfire Saturday evening.  Sunday morning activities include breakfast, chapel, scout advancement, packing-up and heading home.
ROUTE
Driving directions from Google Maps:  Follow I5 north to Exit 212.  At exit, turn left onto highway 532 and follow 10.1 miles.  Continue onto NE Camano Dr/S Mabana Rd (2.4 miles).  Take slight right at N Camano Hill Rd/Lindsay Rd (follow 3.4 miles).  Turn left at SW Camano Dr (follow 3.2 miles).  Turn right at S Lowell Point Rd and follow to park entrance.  
Distance:  64 miles – about 1 ½ hours travel time.
 
Cycling:  This is a scenic tour where 98% is on easy roads with gently undulating terrain – the other 2% is a steep hill gaining 300+ feet of elevation in a little over ¼  mile – boys can walk their bikes up it.  Overall, this is a pastoral route through forest, and by open pastures and homes with vistas of Puget Sound.  The full loop is about 22 miles.  Shorter loops of approximately 15 and 12 miles are also available for those not up to the full loop challenge.  A map and detailed street directions will be provided to all riders. 
EQUIPMENT 

· Each scout must have a properly functioning bike.  (There will be a warm-up and maintenance bike ride on Saturday April 17th; however participation that event it is not mandatory for this trip)

· This bike ride will last several hours, so bring plenty of water and some high energy snacks for the ride.

· Each biker must have equipment to change out a flat tire (extra inner tube in addition to patch kit).
· Bikers are required to bike in groups.  NO scout is allowed to ride solo.

· Each biker is required to carry 10+ essentials including: rain gear, gloves for cold weather (suitable to wear while biking), sun protection, map (provided), compass, water bottle (full), trail food, pocket knife, first aid kit, flashlight and batteries. 
· Attire: avoid cotton clothes (jeans); instead stick with Gortex, polypropylene, fleece and synthetics.

· This trip is an overnight camp.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  In addition to the items listed above, Scouts should bring extra clothes, waterproof matches and fire starters, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag and an insulated pad.

· Scouts must be prepared for wet weather and cold.  
· Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and a dining fly, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves, fuel, food and firewood.  Each Scout should bring 50 feet of rope.

· Campfires are allowed in designated campfire rings only and wood is available for purchase at the state park.  Patrol gear should include a light ax or hatchet and a small saw.

· Water and toilet facilities are available at the campsite (but still bring your own TP).
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them – so plan accordingly.  Each scout brings his own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$20.00 CASH.  This covers transportation and camping fees.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol for food (adults, too).
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at Wedgwood Presbyterian church between 1-3pm.
