Fort Casey State Park, Whidbey Island 

Fort Casey State Park is a 467-acre marine camping park with a lighthouse and sweeping views of Admiralty Inlet and the Strait of Juan de Fuca. A coast artillery post features two 10-inch and two 3-inch historic guns on display. The park features 10,810 feet of saltwater shoreline on Puget Sound (Admiralty Inlet), and includes Keystone Spit, a two-mile-plus stretch of land separating Admiralty Inlet and Crocket Lake.
ROUTE
Take Mukilteo-Clinton ferry.  From the Mukilteo Ferry terminal at Clinton, take Hwy. 525 following signs to the Keystone Ferry terminal. Pass the Keystone Ferry parking lot, and take first entrance to the left.
EQUIPMENT
Be prepared for rain and cold weather.  Bring rugged clothes appropriate for outdoor work and bring work gloves. Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet and cold conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  

Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are permitted in the campground).

PROGRAM
Complete a service project for the State Park.  When the project is completed, other options include exploring Fort Casey, touring the lighthouse, patrol contest events, games, and campfire.  

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on   Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  Provide your food, and sack lunches for Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  

FEE
$20.00 CASH for transportation and ferry fare.  Bring some extra spending money for lunch on Sunday in case your driver stops on the way back to the ferries.  



RETURN
Expect to return to the church between 3 p.m. and 5 p.m. on Sunday, March 14.
