Sammamish State Park
June 5, 2010


DESTINATION
 Lake Sammamish State Park.  **This is a required trip for all Scouts and adults who are going on the long-term canoe trip in August and have not previously gone on a Troop 166 long-term canoe trip.**

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Saturday, June 5, 2010.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions in the parking lot. The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  

**Canoes will be loaded onto the trailer and vehicles the night before the trip, 4 June at the parking lot across the street from the church starting at 5:00 pm.**

We will return to the church parking lot around 3:30 pm on Saturday.

PROGRAM
This is a single day, canoe outing to expose the Scouts to a typical day of paddling they will experience on the Long Term Canoe Trip.  We will be launching and retrieving boats at Sammamish State Park.



All canoes must have a buddy canoe with them and all groups must be at least four canoes big.

ROUTE
Located on the southern end of Lake Sammamish.  From I-90 east:  Take Exit #15.  Stay in left exit lane and turn left at light.  Head north over I-90 and take first left onto NW Sammamish Rd.  Travel .4 miles and turn right into park entrance.  Parking lot will be the first road to the left (visible from the road).  Park as close as you can to the beach.  We will gather the canoes at the right side of the beach.

EQUIPMENT
This trip is a day trip. Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear in case you dump your canoe.  Equipment should be placed in a dry bag or waterproof container.  Avoid cotton clothing (like jeans), and stick with polypropylene, fleece and other synthetics.

Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold and well as hot, sunny conditions.  Scouts should have a hat and sunscreen.

Every paddler will be equipped with a life vest.  Every canoe will have (2) bailers, an extra paddle, and an extra PFD.  Sails should be brought if available.

Work Party:  There will be a work party to finish the canoe trailer at the Steckler’s house on Saturday, May 22nd starting at 9:00 am.

FOOD
Everyone should have adequate quantities of water to consume during the paddling.  Each individual will bring lunch.  The lunch break will be held halfway through the canoe trip so Scouts should be prepared to consume their lunch while sitting in their canoes.   Stopping for food on the return trip will be at the discretion of the individual drivers.  There is a concession stand located at the beach where we are launching and recovering canoes.

FEE
NO FEE.  The Troop will reimburse drivers for transportation. 

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the church around 3:30 pm on Saturday.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
