DESTINATION:
Fort Ebey State Park, Whidbey Island 


Part of the original "Triangle of Death," Ft. Ebey protected Puget Sound from invasion.  Fort Ebey State Park, a 645-acre camping park on Whidbey Island, was originally built as a coastal defense fort in World War II. Concrete platforms mark the gun locations. The park has three miles of saltwater shoreline on the Strait of Juan de Fuca, a freshwater lake for fishing, and miles of hiking and biking trails. Panoramic views of the Puget Sound shoreline, the Olympic Mountains and sunsets.  Eagles may be viewed at Lake Pondilla.

Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Saturday, November 12th.

ROUTE
From Seattle:Take exit #189 off of I-5, just south of Everett. Follow signs for the Mukilteo/ Clinton ferry. Take the ferry to Clinton on Whidbey Island. Follow Hwy. 525 north, which becomes Hwy. 20. Two miles north of Coupeville, turn left on Libbey Rd. and follow it 1.5 miles to Hill Valley Dr. Turn left and enter park.
PROGRAM 
Take a short day hike along the beach to the campsite.  Complete a service project for the State Park.  When the project is completed, other options include exploring concrete bunkers built for the original military fort in 1942, patrol contest events, games, and campfire.
EQUIPMENT
Be prepared for rain and cold weather.  Bring rugged clothes appropriate for outdoor work and bring work gloves. Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet and cold conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.

Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flies, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are permitted in the campground).
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$20.00 CASH  covers transportation and ferry fare.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses.  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.  Bring some extra spending money for lunch on Sunday in case your driver stops on the way back to the ferries.
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church between 3-5pm on Sunday, November 13th.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
