DESTINATION Backpacking Trip - Lewis River; Gifford Pinchot National Forest

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Friday, June 24th.  The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.


Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Forest Service Trail Park Permit ($5/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM
This hike follows the Lewis River from the trailhead just north of Curly Creek 9.4 miles to the Crab Creek trailhead. The trip can be done as a point to point or out and back hike. We will do an out and back hike so we don’t have to shuttle cars, but will add in a day hike on Saturday. This hike along the Lewis River is one of the last remaining sections of the river and forest still in its primitive state. We’ll hike through old growth forest of Douglas fir, western hemlock and western red cedar. The trail often runs right along the riverbank and even when it veers into the forest, the sound of the river can still be heard. We will have a Campfire program Saturday evening and Chapel on Sunday morning.

ROUTE
Driving:  Take I-5 South from Seattle 149 miles to exit 21 toward WA-503 E/Woodland/Cougar. Turn left on Lewis River Road and follow for 28 miles to Cougar. From Cougar take Forest Service Road 90 East (just north of Pine Creek Information Center) for 23.1 miles. Take a left onto Forest Service Road 9039 and follow for .7 miles to the gravel parking lot on the south side of the road just before the Lewis River Bridge. The trailhead is just across the bridge (Lewis Trail #31) on the north side of the road.
Hiking:  We will hike from the trailhead 2.7 miles to Bolt camp, where we’ll stay both nights. The elevation gain is only 100 feet and the hike is ideal for younger scouts. On Saturday, we will do an out and back day hike on the Lewis River Trail. The Lewis River Trail continues for over 20 miles so day hikers can go as far as they feel comfortable on Saturday. Those training for the 50 mile hike may want to take full packs on the day hike. 

EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight backpack hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  

Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining fly’s, water-purification supplies, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are not permitted in this area).

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Friday, breakfast and dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Friday and Saturday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$20.00 CASH  covers transportation and permits.  Provide additional $16.00 CASH to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses.  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at cars at the trailhead between 1-2pm.  Troop will arrive back at the church between 5:00 and 6:00 pm. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
