DESTINATION Center for Sustainable Forestry at Pack Forest, University of Washington School of Forest 



Resources Pack Forest Conference Center, 9010 453rd Street East, Eatonville WA 98328
The purpose of the Center is to discover, teach and demonstrate the concepts of sustainable forestry. Located at the foot of Mt. Rainier, the Center for Sustainable Forestry at Pack Forest sits on 4,300 acres of working forestland.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00 a.m. Saturday, January 14.  The troop will depart at 8:30 a.m. sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.

PROGRAM
On Saturday and Sunday, options include work on Forestry Merit Badge; possible snowshoeing; hikes within Pack Forest; old growth walk, hike to waterfall, etc.; possible forestry tour may be arranged to view harvest area, replanting, thinning operations, ecological sites; free access to NP at Longmire for MLK weekend. The service project will be picking up branches/limbs and raking the camp area. We will have a campfire program Saturday evening, a flag burning ceremony (fire pit, wood, and pavilion are reserved for this) and chapel on Sunday morning. 
ROUTE
Driving: Approximately 70 miles and 1 ½ hours of driving time from Seattle to just west of Mt. Rainier. Head south on I-5 to merge onto I-405 north (exit 154A). From I-405 merge onto WA-167 at exit 2 toward Auburn and continue on for about 20 miles, exiting onto WA-512 W toward WA-161 S (Puyallup/Olympia) and traveling nearly 25 miles on WA-161. Make a slight left onto WA-7/Mountain Hwy E/National Park Highway and turn left on 453rd Street East. (For more specific directions, including exits, etc., see “Trip Driving Directions” provided at time of departure.)
EQUIPMENT
This outing is an overnight trip, but we will be staying in cabins. Come prepared for snowshoeing, possibly working in the snow, and hiking. This means several layers of clothing, parkas, hats, boots, etc., to keep you warm and dry. There are mattresses on bunks, but bring sleeping bags, toiletries, flashlights, etc. Bring warm, heavy gloves and a rake for a service project. Mittens with leather shells are better than gloves. PUT YOUR NAME ON EVERYTHING – including snowshoes, sleeping bags, boots, parkas, hats, equipment, etc. 
FOOD 
Bring a sack lunch for Saturday. Dinner and breakfast are provided. Bring spending money for lunch on Sunday, in case your driver stops on the way back. 

FEE
$ 35.00 CASH covers transportation, lodging, Saturday dinner and Sunday breakfast. Scholarships are available by contacting Bill Montgomery by January 9 at the latest. 
There will also be no refunds once you have signed up. Adult fee is also $35.
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church between 2:00 and 3:00 pm. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
SIGN-UP
Signed permission slips and $35.00 CASH need to be turned in at the Troop meetings (only two of them before the outing) on December 12 (Holiday Party) or January 9 at the latest. Note: Any dietary needs must be confirmed with Pack Center by January 6, so sign up by January 5 to ensure your needs are met.
