Anderson Lakes
September 13-14, 2008


DESTINATION
  Anderson Lakes. Trail #611.  NE of Sedro Woolley.  Mount Baker Ranger District.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am
 Saturday, September 13
.  The troop will depart at 8:30am
 sharp.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions will be distributed in the parking lot.  Each driver parking overnight will need to have either 1 annual Forest Service Trail Park Permit, two (2) Daily Forest Service Trail Park Permit
s ($5/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM

Troop will hike and camp at Anderson Lakes with a possible day hike to Watson Lakes or Anderson Butte.  Both these day hike locations are in a wilderness area, therefore no more than 12 people (including 2 adults) are permitted in one hiking group and groups must remain 1 mile apart.   Anderson Butte is the site of a former fire lookout with breathtaking views of many cascade peaks.
ROUTE
Driving:  Travel Interstate 5 north to Burlington.  Exit onto Highway 20 (North Cascades Highway) and follow it east to milepost 82.  Turn left (north) on the Baker lake Highway (Forest Service Road #11).  Continue 14 miles to the Baker Dam Road and turn right.  Drive past the Puget Sound Energy Kulsham campground and across the Upper Baker Dam.  After crossing the dam, turn left on forest Service Road #1107.  Follow Road #1107 for 8 miles.  Turn left on forest Service Road #1107022.  The Trailhead and parking area are located on the right (approximately 105 miles from the church).
Hiking:  Hiking distance is 2 ½ miles to Anderson Lake.  Elevation gain/loss: +500/-400.  For the first mile, the trail winds gently through timber and into lush, open meadows. At 1.0 mile there is a junction in the trail. Keep to the right at this junction and continue another 1.0 mile to a second junction. At the second junction continue the descent 0.5 mile to lower Anderson Lake (elevation 4500 feet). To the left at the second junction is the trail to the two Watson Lakes (elevation 4400 feet).  Wonderful views to Mt Baker and Bacon Peak.  To the left at the first junction is the trail to Anderson Butte and the fire lookout.
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight backpack hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials
 including bug repellant (numerous hikers to these lakes emphasize this essential) extra clothing and rain gear, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  

Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold
.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, water-purification supplies
, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires
 are permitted but discouraged at Anderson Lakes
).  Precautions must be taken to protect food from bears and other critters in the area.  There are huckleberries and blueberries in the meadows that often attract bears.  There are also a few trout in the lake – a Washington state fishing license is required for those over 15 years old who want to try to catch one (pack your own pole/tackle).
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$20.00 CASH 
 covers transportation and permits.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol or whatever your patrol decides (all adults, too) for food expenses at the planning meeting Sept. 8.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at cars at the trailhead between 1-2pm.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.

�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  The more promptly everyone can arrive, the more promptly the departure, and the less time waiting(!)  Emphasis here so this is the time seen at a glance.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��EDIT


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  Target depending on travel time and outing; determined by sponsor, adult leaders and PLC.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  or Northwest Forest Pass, price Sep. ’03.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  Include a couple sentences why this outing is appealing to Scouts.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  This list is for parents and new Scouts.  Include a checklist if that is required.  For example: include a ‘dining fly’ IN ADDITION TO a tent or tarp in the patrol list (see attached)


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  or “for wet weather”, or “frost, snow, or ice”.  Note any special items in large or bold.  Verify that the SPL will help the new Scouts notice.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��If backpacking.  If car camping, this can be omitted.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  Where fires are allowed (such as in state parks and NF campgrounds, you might advise Scouts that for a campfire, wood must be brought along.  Practically, no wood may be gathered on site any more, both in fact and “being prepared,” as well as for practicing front-country Leave No Trace.  Where fires are allowed would be good for Dutch oven cookery, too.  You can check with the ranger about firewood availability.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �Page: 1���  Ideally, no campfires in the backcountry, Wilderness or not, as good Leave No Trace practice.  You can check with the ranger about particulars.
