DESTINATION Campground – Kayak Point County Park; Snohomish County, South Stanwood
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Saturday, March 10th.  The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.  One car per site is included in the camping fee.  Drivers of extra cars must pay $10 for overnight parking.

PROGRAM
Car camping in sites above spectacular saltwater beach park located along the shores of picturesque Port Susan. 3,300-foot shoreline and evergreen forests are ready to greet you.
Upon arrival Scouts will set up camp on a bluff above the beach. After set-up, Scout options include patrol contest events, games, and campfire. We will have a campfire program Saturday evening and Chapel on Sunday morning.  Guest Webelos will join us!
ROUTE
Driving:  Take I-5 North South from Seattle and drive 27.6 miles to exit 199 for State Route 528 East toward Marysville.  Then turn left on to WA-528/West 4th Street.  (This is the road one takes to cross the freeway to go to the Tulalip Casino).  Continue straight westbound on WA-528 and the highway is named Marine Drive NE/Tulalip Road once you cross over the I-5 freeway. Continue on Marine Drive NE for 12.7 miles until you see the Kayak Point County Park sign at 15610 Marine Drive NE, Stanwood, WA 98292.  (Do not be fooled by the Stanwood address.  If you reach the town of Stanwood, you have traveled too far!)
EQUIPMENT
This trip is a car camping overnighter.  This should be an easy outing, but prepare for winter rain, wind, and cold conditions, just in case.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so patrols bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  As always, bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.   Beach and open field are available for Scout activities.  No Scouts on dock without a buddy and adult supervision.  
Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining fly, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel.  Take firewood for your patrol and for main campfire.  
FOOD                The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  Provide your food, and sack lunches for Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  

FEE
$20.00 CASH  covers transportation and permits.  Provide additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses.  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.

RETURN
Troop will depart at about noon.  Troop will arrive back at the church between 1:30 and 2:00 pm. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
