DESTINATION:  Rasar State Park
DEPART:
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am November 17th.  The troop will depart at 8:30am.  Rosters, maps and driving instructions will be distributed in the parking lot.



Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Forest Service Trail Park Permit.

PROGRAM:
This is a car camping trip.  The hike in is 600ft w/ 20ft elevation gain. Rasar State Park is a 169-acre camping park with 4,000 feet of freshwater shoreline on the Skagit River. Wildlife observation opportunities, especially for eagle watching, are excellent, particularly in early fall and early winter. Scout advancement opportunities too! 
ROUTE:
Park address: 38730 Cape Horn Road Concrete, WA 98237
From the west:
From I–5 north of Burlington, take exit 232 (Cook Road); travel approximately 6 miles east to stop light in Sedro-Woolley. Turn left (east) onto Highway 20 and continue for approximately 15 miles to Lusk Road. Turn right (south) onto Lusk Road and continue for one mile. Turn left (east) onto Cape Horn Road and continue for one mile. The main park entrance is located on the right.

EQUIPMENT:
Bring a sack lunch for Saturday.
Camping:  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining fly, sufficient water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel.  Campfires are permitted in designated rings.     Scouts must be prepared for potential cool wet weather (check the weather reports the day before the outing).  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map (provided) and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag and an insulating pad. 
FOOD
Patrols must plan to cook dinner Saturday night and breakfast Sunday morning.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them for dinner and breakfast.  Provide your own snacks, and sack lunches for Saturday- mandatory!  We will likely make the traditional lunch stop at McDonald’s on the return trip on Sunday, so bring money to buy lunch or bring a lunch.

FEE
Scouts will each pay $20.00 to cover transportation and camping..  To minimize expenses, preference for drivers will be given to those with vehicles capable of carrying the most passengers.  Sign up is first come first serve.  Provide an additional $9.00 CASH - or whatever your patrol decides - to your patrol (ALL ADULTS TOO!) for food expenses.  Scholarships are available- speak privately with Bill Montgomery.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the church around 2 to 3 pm on Sunday.  Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
