Each Scout: 10 essentials, extra clothes/shoes, mess kit, sleeping bag and pad, rain and cold weather gear, sunscreen, hat, sunglasses and warm weather clothing, swimsuit and towel, life jacket, and paddle

Each Patrol: Cook kit, stoves, fuel, tents, tarps, rainflies, first aid kit, patrol flag, trash bags, water jugs, rope 

Each Canoe: Life jacket and paddle for each paddler, one extra paddle, bailer, sponge, and sailing rig

Troop: Firewood 

FOOD:  Patrols are responsible for dinner on Saturday and breakfast Sunday. Each patrol will feed an adult at all meals.  Scouts will provide their own sack lunch for Saturday and snacks or trail food for Saturday and Sunday.  Please bring money for a Sunday lunch stop on the way home.
