DESTINATION   Backpack Trip -  Lena Lakes -  Olympic National Park

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am on Friday,  July 26.   The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.


Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Forest Service Trail Park Permit ($5/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM
This is a three day backback trip - 6 miles roundtrip and elevation gain of 1300 feet.    Recommended  prep hike  for August 50 mile trip, and great backpack trip for Scouts that cannot attend the August LT hike.     Will backpack in on Friday, with possible day hike to upper Lena Lake on Saturday.   The hike to the lower lake is through impressive old growth forest, to a beautiful mountain lake.
ROUTE
 Take Edmonds-Kingston ferry.  Cross Hood Canal Bridge on Highway 104 for 8 miles.   Head south on Center Road to Quilcene.    In Quilcene, turn south on Highway 101 and head south for 23 miles to Highway 25,  Hamma Hamma Rd, at milepost 318.    Proceed 8 miles to Lena Lake trailhead.


EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight backpack hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions,  flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a ground pad and  sleeping bag.  

Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining fly’s, water-purification supplies, sufficient water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are allowed).

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Friday and Saturday and breakfast on Saturday and Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Friday and Saturday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.   Plan on apx $20 for food per Scout  (two dinners and two breakfasts).
FEE
$20.00 CASH  covers transportation.  Bring some extra spending money for lunch on Sunday in case your driver stops on the way back.    Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at cars at the trailhead between 1-2pm.  Troop will arrive back at the church between 3 and 5 pm. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
