TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN           Scenic Beach Park and Green Mountain Hike          Nov 16-17-2013

DESTINATION   Car Camp – Scenic Beach State Park and Green Mtn  Hike – Hood Canal. The Park is Located on the west side of the Kitsap Peninsula, nine miles southwest of Silverdale, Wash., on Hood Canal in Kitsap County, near Seabeck.  The trail is on the way to the park.  For those going on the hike we will be driving south across the Tacoma Narrows Bridge and stopping for the hike (and lunch) on the way before proceeding to Scenic Beach State Park.  

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Sat, Nov 16th.  The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.


Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Discovery Pass ($5/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM
A car camp at Scenic Beach State Park near Seabeck on Hood Canal.  We will concentrate on cooking this trip.  We will be doing Dutch Oven cooking and patrols will plan accordingly.  John Bolivar will help with menu prep when the patrols plan.   We will have dinner prepared in Dutch Ovens and will learn how to accomplish that.  We will also have a boat and crab traps to try to get crabs for dinner sat. night if the weather and crab permits allow.  John Bolivar and Bill Sliker will provide the traps and boat.  Scouts can take part in preparing the crabs and cooking them.  

Driving Directions:
The Park – After the hike at Gold Creek backtrack to NW Holly Road and head west about a mile to NW Seabeck-Holly Rd.  Go right (North) about 3 miles and turn left on Miami Beach Road.  Put on your sunglasses and sunscreen and in about a ½ mile you’ll be at the park.  Remove sunglasses and put on raingear.                

The trail - Driving:  Drive I-5 south to Exit 132 Tacoma Narrows Bridge.  Follow HWY 16 North towards Bremerton. WA 16 becomes WA 3N.  From Bremerton follow Kitsap Way (State Route 310) for 3 miles to Kitsap Lake. Turn left on Northlake Way, proceeding for 1 mile. Turn left onto the Seabeck Highway and follow it for 3 miles. Then turn left on NW Holly Road, proceeding for 3 miles. Turn left (south) onto Tahuya Lake Road and in 1.25 miles bear left onto Gold Creek Road. The trailhead is in 2 miles on your left.  The trailhead is called the Gold Creek Trailhead for the Green Mtn Trail.  
Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining fly’s, sufficient water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel.

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner – Dutch ovens will be used  -  on Saturday and possibly breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.   Patrols will be responsible for their own breakfasts. Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$20.00 CASH covers transportation.  Bring some extra spending money for lunch on Sunday in case your driver stops on the way back.    Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the church between 2 and 4 pm. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
