PROGRAM
This is an overnight survival outing. 
ROUTE
Take I-5 South to Olympia, then head north on Hwy 101 for 4 miles, then west on Hwy 8.  Exit after 5 miles on Summit Lake Road NW.   Head west on Summit lake Road for 1.5 miles til the road forks at the Boy Scout Camp Thunderbird, then take  the ​right fork to Summit Lake Shore Road NW and head along shore of Summit Lake northwesterly until Turkey Road,  take right on Turkey Road and drive until end of Road where there is a Forest Gate.  Park at Gate. The Gate is to the Capitol Forest, a walk-in only section of the state forest.
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight survival trip, simulating being lost in the woods for a night and having to make camp in a forest setting.  Each scout will have to practice their survival skills to make it through one night.  No tents, stoves, or sleeping bags are allowed.  Each scout will be limited to the clothes on their back and a small backpack or fanny back or pockets filled with 3 lbs total of emergency supplies.  Food is included in the 3 lb limit.   In addition, each scout will be allowed to bring a 1 quart or one liter filled water bottle.   Equipment will be weighed on Saturday morning. 
Scouts must be prepared with the equipment and skills to survive one night in potential wet weather and cold.  Groups of three or four will be assigned camp sites near one another, but no sharing of supplies will be allowed between groups.  All older boys are encouraged to attend as they will teach the younger boys the skills necessary to make a fire, how to build a shelter, and keep warm and dry.   Do not expect to get much sleep and you will go a little hungry but the skills you learn and practice on this outing may save your life some day!   Campfires are allowed.   
FOOD
 Provide your own trail food, and sack lunch for Saturday.  Please do not bring excess food or water.  There will be no dinner.  Plan on aprox. $10 for breakfast on Sunday morning.
FEE
$20.00 CASH  covers transportation.  

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at cars at the trailhead around 9 am.  Then we will go out for breakfast and have chapel in the parking lot after breakfast. Troop will arrive back at the church between 12 and 1 pm. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
