TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN           Jarrell Cove State Park           June 21-22, 2014

DESTINATION   Canoe trip – we will be putting in at the Harstine Island Bridge and paddling 3 miles to Jarrell Cove State Park.  We will be leaving vehicles at the parking area at the boat launch.  We will be camping at the group camp site at Jarrell Cove SP.  The trip is a tune-up trip for the canoe outing later in the summer.  You must have the canoe merit badge or appropriate experience canoeing to take part. Jarrell Cove State Park in Mason County, Washington is a marine camping park in the Washington State Parks. It consists of 43 acres of forest with 3,500 feet of saltwater shoreline on Harstine Island in south Puget Sound.  There is a group shelter at the group camp site and a fire pit plus plenty of spaces for lots of tents.  It is in the trees so it will be shady and cool and safe from any winds.  
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Sat, June 21.  The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.


Drivers parking overnight will need to have a Discovery Pass ($5/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM
This is a practice canoe trip for the extended outing later in the summer.  We will be loading canoes and paddling 3 miles up Pickering Passage to Jarrell Cove where we will unload canoes and carry gear to the campsite.  Please pack your gear in waterproof dry bags or gear bags as we will be paddling and there is a chance of getting gear wet.  There is a dock at the park where we will unload and carry gear to the group camp.  The tides will be at slack around 12 on sat and 1 on Sunday.  They flow north with the ebb and south with the flood.  High tide is at 12 on sat so we will be going with the current flow to the north and on Sunday we will have the ebb tide with us going south back to the parking lot.  We can study how tides and currents work and some of the basics of boating and how to read a chart.  

Driving Directions:
The Park –We will be going I5 south through Tacoma over the Tacoma narrows bridge and up highway 16 to the Purdy exit.  The mileage is about 90 miles total and should take about 2 hours. Jarrell Cove State Park is located 16 miles north of Shelton on Harstine Island. Turn off highway 16 (you will be on that after the Tacoma Narrows bridge) onto  Highway 3, turn east onto Pickering Road toward Harstine Island, drive 4 miles towards and across Harstine Island Bridge, turn left at intersection and follow signs 4 miles. Drivers will get a complete set of directions.
The put-in – Walkers landing boat launch is at the bridge to Harstine Island.  There is plenty of parking for cars and trailers and the launch is accessible at any tide.  We will be paddling near max high tide for the day and currents should be at or near slack and going with us when we have current.

Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, ropes, tarps and dining fly’s, sufficient water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel.

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them. Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  On Sunday, on the ride home, we can stop at the nearby town of Allyn where world famous Bubba Burger supplies the ‘Canals best burgers.’ (

$20.00 CASH covers transportation.  Bring some extra spending money for lunch on Sunday.    Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.

RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the church between 2 and 4 pm on Sunday. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
