Fort Worden Car Camping
Nov 15/16th, 2014

DESTINATION   Fort Worden State Park is located in Port Townsend, along Admiralty Inlet in Washington. It is situated on 433 acres originally built as a United States Army installation for the protection of Puget Sound. Fort Worden was named after U.S. Navy Rear Admiral John Lorimer Worden, commander of the USS Monitor during the American Civil War.

Today Fort Worden is a sprawling park with well-maintained housing, conference centers and campsites.  We will camp in the lower beach campground, sites 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, & 11.  These are exposed campsites directly across from the beach.  There is plenty of grass on which to pitch our tents.  Close by is a good sized enclosed kitchen shelter which we have reserved.  The shelter comes with a stove, refrigerator, and plenty of table sitting.  Outside the shelter is a grill and fire pit.
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Sat, Nov 15th for pack and equipment checking.  The troop will depart at 8:30 am sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided.  Vehicles in excess of one per campsite parking overnight will need to have a Discover Park Permit ($10/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM

This is a car camping trip.  Program includes a tour of the Point Wilson Lighthouse followed by a hike to North Beach Park and a loop back through the Fort Worden to view the various gun batteries.
ROUTE
Take the Kingston ferry out of Edmonds.  From the Kingston Ferry terminal take Hwy. 104 and state routes 19 and 20 into Port Townsend.  Upon entering Port Townsend, follow signs to Fort Worden.
EQUIPMENT
Be prepared for rain and cold weather.  Bring rugged clothes.. Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet and cold conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  


Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps, water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are permitted in designated areas).  As stated above, the kitchen shelter does have a stove and refrigerator with a grill and fire pit outside the shelter.
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  Provide your food, and sack lunches for Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  
FEE
$20.00 CASH covers transportation.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Bring some extra spending money for lunch on Sunday in case your driver stops on the way back.    Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
RETURN
Arrival at south Church parking lot between 1 and 3 pm. Phone tree contact will be called on the way back.
