PROGRAM
We’ll rendezvous at Fort Flagler State Park ELC on Morrowstone Island.  Unload cars and move gear into Camp Richmond.  Bring a sack lunch for a beach hike and exploring of Navy Bunkers.  History museum offers history of the facility and area. Camp Richmond features a dorm, kitchen, dining area, restrooms and showers.  Dinner is to be prepared in provided kitchen space but bring your own dish washing supplies. Dinner will be followed by campfire and programs so bring firewood supplies and a skit, song or story.   Sunday will be Scout breakfast followed by morning chapel then activity planned by the SPL.  Heading back about noon, plan on a sack lunch for the ride home or be subjected to the dining likes of your driver, be sure to bring extra spending money.

ROUTE
Driving: Leave church promptly at 8:30 AM as to make the 9:40 AM ferry out of Edmonds.  Remainder of trip directions is on separate sheet attached.  
EQUIPMENT
This is an  environmental learning center experience, we will be sleeping inside an old army barracks on bunks. Bring sleeping bag, pillow, flashlight, one piece of firewood, cooking clean up supplies including garbage sacks and paper towels, rain gear, warm clothing as we will be in a windy unprotected area.  Be prepared for a brisk beach hike as well as romping through the bunkers imagining what it would be like to be the last line of defense of Puget Sound from invaders!   

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing troop meals for dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Cooking and eating supplies are available in the kitchen. You must bring your own dishwashing supplies, soap, sponges, scrubbies and paper towels.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday or bring additional cash for lunch on the ferry.

$20.00 CASH covers transportation and permits.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH (all adults, too) for food expenses.  Adults please bring $12 to cover cost of staying in the camp.
