PROGRAM
  This is a hiking / car camp trip.  Program includes an Urban Adventure from WWPC to various waypoints, ultimately ending at our destination of Camp Long.  Parents will be needed to escort the patrols along the hike route, but not required to sleep over at the camp!

ROUTE
Hoof from WWPC to the WW Rock, then cross the Ravenna Park Foot Bridge. Your next waypoint is Drumheller Fountain on the UW Campus; can you find the famous columns?  Your next quest is to board a METRO Bus from 12th & Campus PArkway, running across the University Bridge headed towards MOHI.

 Once you get to Fairview Ave, you will embark on the South Lake Union Trolley on your quest to get to the next stop, Westlake Park. Your next goal is to find the Gum Wall at Pike Place Market. From there you will head to the Klondike Gold Rush Museum in Pioneer Square. This stop can be used to fulfil a requirement for your Citizenship of Nation MB if you do it right! After that, you will find the right bus stop and board a bus for the final leg of your trip, destination Camp Long! Remember, you cannot arrive at Camp Long before 2:00PM. Somewhere along the way, you’ll want to eat your lunch!!Take plenty of photos to share with the troop and help remember your time hiking Seattle.
Remember, you want to keep hydrated along the way.
EQUIPMENT
Be prepared for rain and cold weather. Bring a day pack with snacks and water bottle (REQUIRED) and your rain gear. Dress in layers you can shed. Wear comfortable shoes for the hike. Camp Long camping will be in Cabins, so bring a sleeping bag, camp pad, cooking supplies and personal kit. There is running water and a close by Kybo. We will be able to have outdoor fires, so bring firewood, matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear. Tent camping is not allowed and the cabins are small, so don’t over pack!

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  
FEE
$20.00 CASH covers transportation, including the bus and trolley.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
Pick-Up
Drivers  will be asked to pick up their group at Camp Long at 11:00AM.  From there they will be transported to WWPC. The scouts will phone as soon as they are close to the Church.

This month’s upcoming outing  will be referred to as the Urban Assault!

On  this month’s outing, we will be doing a multi-mode hike that consists of hiking on foot, traveling by bus and even riding a trolley! Our final destination will be Camp Long in West Seattle. When you get to Fairview and Aloha St, get off the bus and walk to the closest SLU Trolley Stop. Board the trolley headed for Westlake Center. Once you make it to Westlake Center, make your way to Pike Place Market. Once there, find the Bubble Gum Wall, or the Original Starbucks, maybe even the Market Pig! 

You will next make your way to the Klondike Gold Museum. Take your time here, learning as much as you can. Not only is it interesting, but you can take what you learn and apply it to fulfilling requirement 2(a) of the  Cit Nation Merit Badge. Wow, how Cool!

From there, walk to your bus stop and take the #21 headed for Camp Long! Remember, you can’t check into camp before 2:00 PM, but want to be there by 3:00PM if possible.

Remember, on most outings electronics aren’t allowed; but alas on this one, they are encouraged!!! Use your smart phone and it’s GPS to check on your location, look up a bus schedule, use a map, take photos of your expedition!

Parents:Here’s how you can help…..

         We need  2 volunteers to haul the boys gear to Camp. Arrive at the church @ 8:00Am, collect the gear and haul it to camp at 2:00PM.preferably with a pick-up or a rig with a trailer

         We need 12 adults to escort the boys on their urban hike as chaperones. Staying at Camp overnight is strictly optional. Cell phones & numbers will be needed to assure we have ability to stay in contact with all patrols along trip.

         We will need additional  volunteers to pick up the boys and their gear on Sunday morning at 11:00AM and bring them back to WWPC for dispersal.

 

On the day of the outing, the boys and the chaperones will be given bus and trolley fare. They will be furnished with maps as well as bus routing for the occasion.

The hikers will need to bring a day pack, water bottle,  a lunch or cash to get it  in-route. Taking as many pictures along the way to share with the troop to document the experience.
