Deception Pass Car Camping

DESTINATION   Deception Pass State Park:
Deception Pass is given its name by Capitan George Vancouver as it had misled him into thinking Whidbey Island was a peninsula.  Vancouver apparently felt he and Joseph Whidbey had been deceived by the tricky strait. Vancouver wrote: "This determined [the shore they had been exploring] to be an island, which, in consequence of Mr. Whidbey’s circumnavigation, I distinguished by the name of Whidbey’s Island: and this northern pass, leading into [Skagit Bay], Deception Passage".
Deception Pass State Park is a 4,134-acre marine and camping park with 77,000 feet of saltwater shoreline, and 33,900 feet of freshwater shoreline on three lakes. Rugged cliffs drop to meet the turbulent waters of Deception Pass. The park is outstanding for breath-taking views, old-growth forests and abundant wildlife.  

We will camp at the temporary group campsite on the east side of Cranberry Lake.   This is not a flat expanse as some may remember the old group site as.  This group campground however is popular with scout troops and will offer plenty of room.  .  It is a walk-in site.  We have also reserved a large kitchen shelter located nearby.  The campground is not electrified but there is electricity at the shelter.

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Sat, Nov 14th for pack and equipment checking.  The troop will depart at 8:30 am sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided.

PROGRAM

This is a car camping trip.  Hiking, beachcombing, organized games, scout advancement activities.

ROUTE
Take I-5 north to exit 230.  Take exit 230 and turn left onto WA-20 towards Burlington/Anacortes/Skagit Airport.  Follow WA-20 for approximately 19 miles to Deception Pass State Park.
EQUIPMENT
Be prepared for rain and cold weather.  Bring rugged clothes.. Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet and cold conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  


Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps, water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are permitted in designated areas).

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring money or a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  Also provide your for own lunches for Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  
FEE
$20.00 CASH covers transportation.  Be prepared to provide an additional approximate $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Bring some extra spending money for lunch on Sunday in case your driver stops on the way back.    Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.

Arrival at south Church parking lot between 1 and 3 pm. Phone tree contact will be called on the way back.
