DESTINATION Spencer Spit State Park, Lopez Island
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 7:00 AM Saturday, October 10th for bike and equipment packing and assignment to vehicles.     The troop will depart at 8:00 AM SHARP.  Anacortes Ferry Departs at 10:35AM.  (Next sailing for Lopez is 12:35 PM.)

PROGRAM
We take the Anacortes Ferry to Lopez Island.  Drivers will take scouts and gear to Anacortes, gather in the WA State Ferry Parking lot, scouts will walk-on with their bikes.  Only a few equipment vehicles carrying camping gear will take the Ferry.   All other vehicles will remain in the parking lot.  Upon arrival at Lopez, Scouts will proceed to Spencer Spit State Park (4 miles). (See map with route).   Scouts will set up camp, eat lunch then depart on their bike ride.  The troop will divide into two groups, one will complete a 15 mile loop, the other will do a longer loop down towards Mud Bay.  Saturday night will be a no-stove dinner, patrols should be prepared to cook over coals. The troop will provide briquettes for cooking.  Breakfast, chapel, advancement and lunch are the agenda Sunday morning prior to departure for the return trip to Seattle.  The troop will ride as a group back to the ferry dock at Lopez. 
ROUTE
Driving: I-5N to Exit 230/Burlington-Anacortes, Route 20 West to San Juan Island Ferries.  (See map for detailed direction).  Anacortes to Lopez ferry departs at 10:35 AM.  

Biking:  After a brief hill up from the ferry dock, the ride to camp is mostly flat and traffic is very light on this bike friendly island.  It is a 4 mile ride to Spencer Spit.  Maps will be provided
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight bike hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map (will be provided)and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit,   flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.   Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, and coordinate cooking gear, and grills.

Each scout must have a properly functioning bike with helmet.  There will be warm-up and maintenance bike ride on Sunday, October 4th, not mandatory but strongly recommended.  Each scout should carry a small day-pack with rain gear, patch kit, first aid kit, high energy snacks (enough for Saturday and Sunday) and water bottles (preferably mounted to the bike.)

Patrol Leaders must confirm each member has 10 essentials before leaving Wedgwood Presbyterian Church

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday and Sunday.   We will be doing no stove cooking, bring pot, 

FEE
$20.00 CASH covers transportation, including the ferry and car transportation.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing. 
RETURN
Troop will bike as a group back to the ferry dock on Lopez via bikes in time to catch the 1:35 PM Anacortes ferry.   Planned arrival at the Wedgwood Presbyterian Church Troop will be between 4-5pm, will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
