TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN
       San Juan Island County Park
April 25th & 26th, 2015

DESTINATION   This beautiful park, located on the west side of San Juan Island, includes rocky bluffs and gravel beaches that overlook Haro Strait with views to the Straits of San Juan de Fuca and Vancouver Island. The Park’s inauspiciously named Smallpox Bay, is also the launch site for many of the Island’s Orca Whale Watching Kayak outfitters. Most of the park’s twenty campsites have water views across an open meadow surrounded by trees. Park amenities include water, flush toilets, small picnic shelter, picnic tables, beach and boat launch.
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church (WWPC) parking lot at 6:30 AM Sat, April 25th for car load-up and equipment drop off.  The patrols will start departing at 7:00 AM.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided.

PROGRAM

This is a car camping trip.  The program includes a day hike Sat. afternoon from San Juan County Park to Lime Kiln Point Whale Watching Park (2.5 miles each way).  We will possibly also visit The Whale Museum in Friday Harbor before returning home on Sunday.  Dependent upon how many Scouts sign-up, it might also be necessary to have additional adult drivers drive Scouts to the Ferry in Anacortes, where some Scouts can then walk on the ferry.  Should we have more Scouts than cars, we will then shuttle Scouts from Friday Harbor to San Juan County Park.

ROUTE
Drive from WWPC to Anacortes Ferry Terminal (80 miles/ 1 Hr. 45 min).  Embark on the 9:30 AM ferry sailing from Anacortes to Friday Harbor.  Arrive Friday Harbor at 10:35 AM and proceed from Ferry landing to San Juan County Park (approximately 11 miles/ 25 min.).
EQUIPMENT
Be prepared for rain and cold weather. Bring a day pack with snacks and water bottle (REQUIRED) and your rain gear. Dress in layers you can shed. Wear comfortable shoes for the campground and day hike. We will be sleeping in tents in San Juan County’s Group campsite area so bring a sleeping bag, camp pad, cooking supplies and personal kit. There is running water and a close by bathroom. We will be able to have outdoor fires, so bring firewood, matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear.
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  
FEE
$20.00 CASH covers transportation, including the ferry and car transportation.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.  Scouts are also encouraged to also bring an additional $3.00 for the admission fee to The Whale museum.  
Pick-Up
Scouts and adult Drivers will be taking either the 1:55 or 2:15 PM return ferry from Friday Harbor to Anacortes.  The scouts will phone as soon as they are close to the Church, but dependent upon which return ferry is taken, cars might return between 4:30 and 5:30 PM.
