PROGRAM
Practice for Camporee and Dungeness Spit Hike. Dungeness Campground is a Clallam County Park at the Dungeness Spit just east of Sequim.  We will backpack one mile to camp in the Group Camp and then hike to the lighthouse on Dungeness Spit. Dungeness Spit is the longest natural sand spit in the United States. Extending 5 miles into the Strait of Juan De Fuca, Dungeness Spit has grown about 15 feet per year for the past 120 years.


On Sunday, the patrols will compete in Camporee type events.  Departure for Seattle is scheduled for 2:00 PM.  We will arrive between 5 and 6 depending on ferry traffic.  
ROUTE
Driving: I5 north to the Edmonds Kingston ferry.  Take hwy 104  West , then connect to hwy 101 N and head west towards Sequim on the Olympic Peninsula.   Turn right to stay on Highway 112/WA-112.   Then 6.29 miles Clallam Bay Spit Community Beach County Park. 

EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight backpack hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit,   flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.   Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flies, and coordinate cooking food, gear, stoves and fuel.

Patrol Leaders must confirm each member has 10 essentials before leaving Wedgwood Presbyterian Church

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast and lunch on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday 
FEE
$20.00 CASH covers transportation, including the ferry and car transportation.  Provide an additional $9.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing. 
RETURN
We will return to the church around 5pm on Sunday depending on the ferry schedule.
