DESTINATION:
Merritt Lake is one of the essential hikes in the Cascade Mountains if you are in the mood for fall color or berries.  The trail is moderately steep but in good condition and makes for easy walking.  There are good campsites at the lake, and a privy in a pristine setting.  The lake is a large tarn bordered by subalpine forest beneath 6,000-foot peaks.  The lake is known by fishermen as well as hikers. A rough trail goes around part of the lake; near the outlet stream, tall grasses wave in a breeze.  Wear brightly colored clothing at this time of year, since hunting seasons are open and the region is popular among hunters.
ROUTE
Seattle to Stevens Pass on US Highway 2.  Continue east for another 11.3 miles turning left onto Forest Road 657.  Proceed 1.6 miles on FR 657, reaching the trailhead at the road's end (elev. 3100 ft).

EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight backpack hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Be prepared for rain and cold weather.  Bring rugged clothes appropriate for outdoor work and bring work gloves.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet and cold conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.  

Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, water-purification supplies, sufficient large water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel.

FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  Provide your food, and sack lunches for Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.  PLEASE USE MOUNTAIN HOUSE FOOD LEFT OVER FROM CANOE TRIP.

$20.00 CASH for transportation.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
