PROGRAM:   We will arrive at the Campsite and begin setting up camp and Skills-stations in the morning.    We may have a short trail hike along the Green River and then we will start our mini-hullabaloo.

DESTINATION ROUTE, Detailed route print out available at church.

Roughly: I-5 to I-90, exit 18, Left to E Sunset Way, Left to 2nd Ave SE, Left to Front St., merge to Issaquah-Hobart Road SE, merge to 276th, merge to Landsburgh Rd. SE, Left to Kent-Kangley, right to Retreat- Kanaskat Rd SE., Right to Cumberland Kanaskat Rd SE, 4 miles to the State Park.
EQUIPMENT:  Be prepared for rain and cold weather.  Bring rugged clothes and your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet and cold conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag. Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps, water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are permitted in designated areas).

FOOD:  The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult and a Staff member to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  Also bring money for a lunch on the trip back home on Sunday.  
FEE
:  $25.00 CASH covers transportation.  Be prepared to provide an additional approximate $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Bring some extra spending money for lunch.  Scholarships are available by contacting Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
