TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN
          Stevens Pass Snow Camp Outing
February 10-11, 2018

DESTINATION Stevens Pass near the Mountaineers Lodge.
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00 a.m. Saturday, February 11, 2012.  The troop will depart at 8:30 a.m. sharp.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided in the parking lot.
LEADERSHIP  Daryl Kapp, Adult Sponsor, 206-375-8194 (cell); Bill Montgomery, Scoutmaster, 206-523-0072 (home); Eugie Pasos, Senior Patrol Leader.
PROGRAM
We will snowshoe (snowshoes will break the trail, the rest can follow on a packed trail) from the Stevens Pass parking lot #4 up about ½ mile to an area in back of the Mountaineers Lodge to build snow caves or igloos, and practice winter mountaineering skills. We will cook our dinner outside on Saturday night, go to bed early and rise Sunday morning, prepare breakfast and break camp.  **NOTE** Scouts who wish to stay and ski at Stevens will need to make separate arrangements for a ride home – please indicate your intention on the Permission Form.
ROUTE
Hwy 522 to Hwy 2 at Monroe, then 50 miles to the Stevens Pass Ski area. Turn right into the first parking area (1 & 2 will be to the right, 3 & 4 continue up to the left). If challenged by a parking lot attendant be sure to say that you are staying at the Mountaineers Lodge. Stay left and drive all the way up around the left hairpin turn to lot number 4 (if it is full the lower lots can be used). Park along the snow banks or where an attendant directs you. Look for a cat-track/service trail leading up the bank at the far end of the parking lot (the end nearest the ski area). Bear right and continue up the cat track until you reach the Mountaineers Lodge. Turn left at the lodge and continue up past the cabins to the selected area for our snow camp. 
EQUIPMENT
Troop will bring necessary overnight camping gear including two warm sleeping bags or one WINTER rated (zero degrees or less) and several changes of clothes. Typically, scouts will get wet while building shelters and then very cold once they stop working so dry clothes are a must. We will be sleeping in the igloos or caves so bring extra tarps for sleeping on or under. The foam pad under you is almost as important as the sleeping bag around you. A polypropylene fleece or wool blanket can be used inside your sleeping bag if an additional bag is not available. Expect temperatures in the teens at night. Everyone must have a snow shovel or the folding military type for building caves, no exceptions. Each patrol shall carry enough tents to house its members if the snow caves fail. Patrols will provide sleds to haul gear up to the campsite. We will be able to use the restrooms at the Mountaineers lodge.
FOOD 
Bring a sack lunch for Saturday. Dinner will be prepared by the patrols Saturday night and breakfast prepared by patrols on Sunday morning. Bring spending money for lunch on Sunday, in case your driver stops on the way back, or if you intend to stay and ski at Stevens.
FEE
$ 25.00 CASH covers transportation. Bring an additional amount to be determined by the patrols to cover Saturday dinner and Sunday breakfast. Scholarships are available by contacting Bill Montgomery by February 5th at the latest. 
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church between 2:00 and 3:00 pm. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
SIGN-UP
Signed permission slips and $25.00 CASH need to be turned in at the Court of Honor February 5th.
