DESTINATION:  Tolt-MacDonald Park is located in Carnation. It is a true recreation destination. Located about 45 


    minutes East of Seattle.  The 574-acre park sits at the confluence of the Snoqualmie and Tolt rivers 

    in the beautiful Snoqualmie Valley. A 500-foot-long suspension footbridge crosses over the 


    Snoqualmie River and connects the east and west sides of the park and offers terrific views of the 


    Snoqualmie River and Cascade foothills.  There are lots of trails for hiking, mountain biking and 


    walking.
DEPART:  
    Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church (WPC) parking lot at 9AM Saturday, March 17th for car 


    load-up and equipment drop off.  Troop will depart at 9:30 AM.  Rosters, maps, and driving 



    instructions will be provided.

 SCOUT:

PROGRAM:
    This is a 1-night hike-in trip. We will be tent camping in a group site with a covered shelter and picnic 

     
    tables. The shelter has NO electricity or water.  The site includes and a large fire pit.  Bring wood 

    
    for a fire.  We’ll work on Scout advancement and have time for games, and an evening camp fire.  If 


    anyone has a flag to retire, please send it along.  We’ll be doing a flag retirement ceremony.

ROUTE:
    I90 East, Exit 22, Left over I90, Right on SE High Point Way, follow it towards Fall City, then  


    North on Hwy 203 to Carnation.  Once you’ve crossover the Tolt River bridge, go 4/10 of a mile and  


    turn left on NE 40th Street.  
EQUIPMENT:    Patrols to take sufficient tents.  Be prepared for rain and cold weather. Dress in layers you can shed.  


    Wear comfortable shoes for the campground and appropriate hiking shoes/boots for day hiking.  We 


    will be sleeping in tents.  Bring a sleeping bag, pad, cooking supplies, 10 essentials and personal gear. 


    There is running water, and restrooms, but they’re a ½ mile back towards the suspension bridge. We’ll 

    
    have an outdoor fire, so bring firewood, matches and fire starters.  
FOOD:

    The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will 

    invite an adult or two to join them. Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  



    Bring spending money for lunch on Sunday. 
FEE:  

    $25.00 CASH covers transportation and campsite costs. Provide an additional $8.00+- CASH to your 


    patrol grub master for food (adults, too). Scholarships are available. Contact Bill Montgomery at least 1 

    week prior to the outing. 
RETURN:  
    Scouts and adult Drivers will depart on Sunday at approximately around noon.  The scouts will phone 


    as soon as they are close to the Church, cars might return between 2 to 3 PM.
