TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN
Victoria Bike Hike
May 26th to 28th, 2018

DESTINATION Bike Hike leaving from Anacortes to Victoria, British Columbia.
DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 5:00 AM Saturday May 26th for bike and equipment packing and assignment to vehicles.    The troop will depart no later than 5:30 AM SHARP.  The troop trailer will transport backpacks and gear for a two-night outing.  Drivers will load scouts and bikes driving to the Anacortes Ferry.  Riders and bikes with disembark then catch the ferry to Sidney Canada.  Note: we will meet Friday Night at 7:00 PM to load gear see below.

PROGRAM
Drivers will deliver riders to the 8:30 AM Anacortes Ferry.  The Sag Wagon with trailer will carry food and camping essentials for the trip.  The troop will disembark with bikes and ride onto the Sidney Ferry.  Once in Sidney (11 AM) we will ride ~ 15 miles to Victoria on the Lochside Trail.
Return, we will retrace our steps back to Sidney from Victoria on the Lochside Trail to catch the 12:05 ferry, again, we need to be in line 90-60 minutes before sailing.  The ferry arrives in Anacortes around 2 pm so we should be back at the church around 4PM Monday.

ROUTE
Driving: I-5 N to Exit 230/West Anacortes, WA, Highway 20 follow signs to 20-Spur to Ferry (see map for detailed direction).    We will catch the 8:30 AM Ferry note:  we have to be there 60-90 minutes prior to sailing.
Biking:  Maps will be provided each day.  Patrols will ride as a group no one will ride alone.  The group will bike on average 20 miles each way from Sidney to Victoria and back.  
EQUIPMENT
Full Scout Uniform required.  We will be representing the USA.  This trip is a two-night bike hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, map (will be provided) and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.    Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, and coordinate cooking gear, and grills.
· Each scout must have a properly functioning bike with helmet.  There will be warm-up and maintenance bike rides prior to this trip.   Practice rides are not mandatory but strongly recommended.  Each scout should carry a small day-pack with sunscreen, rain gear, patch kit, spare tubes, first aid kit, high energy snacks (enough for each day) and water bottles (preferably mounted to the bike or in a Camelback.)  Bicycling merit badge is not required but knowledge entailed is, there will be opportunity to earn the merit badge on this trip.  Bright, wicking, layer-able clothing is recommended.
· Bikes and Gear will be loaded the night before, Friday May 25th at 7:00 PM.  

· There will be a bike safety check.

· Patrol Leaders must confirm each member has 10 essentials. 

FOOD
We will be using back packing type cooking for meals.  Each patrol will coordinate who will bring stove for boiling water for meals and for sanitary equipment.  Each scout is responsible for bringing their own mess kit.  Bring funds to reimburse the Victoria troop for food, $ tbd.
FEE
$65.00 is the initial fee covers transportation, including the ferry and car transportation.  Provide additional for ferry food, entertainment in Victoria and in-case your driver stops for a meal.  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery prior to signing up for the outing. 
RETURN
We will call when the troop is 1 hour out Seattle.

Signed permission slips and $65.00 need to be turned in no later than April 16th.  Passport and Notarized Travel to Canada Permission form will be required.
