TROOP 166 TRIP BULLETIN
Park Butte Backpacking
September 22-23, 2018

DESTINATION Park Butte Trail #603.  NE of Sedro Woolley.  Mount Baker National Recreation Area (NRA).

DEPART
Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00am Saturday, September 22. The troop will depart at 8:30am sharp.  Rosters, maps, driving instructions will be distributed in the parking lot.  Each driver parking overnight will need to have either 1 annual Forest Service Trail Park Permit or two (2) Daily Forest Service Trail Park Permits ($5/day or $30/year).

PROGRAM
The troop will hike from the Mt. Baker NRA trailhead along the Park Butte trail and head to the Park Butte lookout as a day hike. The Park Butte trail yields incredible views of Mount Baker and surrounding glaciers. Hikers will wander through waist-high huckleberries and heather on the way up the mountain.
ROUTE
Driving:  Travel Interstate 5 north to Burlington.  Exit onto Highway 20 (North Cascades Highway) and follow for 23 miles. Turn left (north) onto Baker Lake Road (between mileposts 82 and 83). Continue 12 miles and turn left on Forest Road 12 (the turnoff is 0.2 mile after you enter the Mount Baker-Snoqualmie National Forest). Drive 3.5 miles, turn right onto FR 13 (signed "Mt Baker National Recreation Area"), and follow it for 5.2 miles to its terminus at the large trailhead parking area. The drive distance is about 110 miles or 2.5 hours. 

Hiking:  The Park Butte hike (elevation 3300’) is 8 miles roundtrip from the trailhead to the lookout and includes a short but steep climb to reach a 5400’ elevation. Several designated camp sites in the NRA are on the Railroad Grade Trail, which connects the to the Park Butte trail, 2.3 miles from the trailhead. From one of the camp sites, scouts can hike to the Park Butte lookout or up to High Camp at the northern point of the Railroad Grade trail. 
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight backpack hike.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including bug repellant), extra clothing and rain gear, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag. The vegetation along the trail is fragile, so tread lightly!
Scouts must be prepared for potential wet weather and cold.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, water-purification supplies, sufficient water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are not permitted). There are huckleberries and blueberries in the meadows that often attract bears. Precautions must be taken to protect food from bears and other critters in the area.
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday. Each patrol will invite an adult to join them. Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements. Possible stop for lunch in Sedro-Woolley on the way back.
FEE
$25.00 CASH covers transportation and permits.  Provide CASH to your patrol grub master at the September 15th troop meeting or the morning of the outing at the latest (adults too). Bring extra money for the lunch stop on the return trip. Scholarships are available. Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the church between 2-4 pm on Sunday. Troop will call the phone tree contact on the way back.
