Deception Pass Car Camping
Nov 17/18th, 2017

DESTINATION:   Deception Pass State Park:
Deception Pass State Park is one of the most visited parks in Washington State with over 2 million visitors a year. The park is located on three islands: Whidbey, Pass, and Fidalgo Islands. These islands are connected by the 180 ft. high Deception Pass bridge that was built in 1934. The bridge is also a National Monument. It passes over rugged cliffs of  Deception and Canoe Passages. These narrow passages connect Skagit Bay with The Straight of Juan de Fuca, and this creates extremely turbulent waters during flood and ebb tides, where water current can reach 10 mph. The park has over 4,000 acres of property with 77,000 feet of saltwater shoreline; it also has three lakes.

DEPART:  Meet at Wedgwood Presbyterian Church parking lot at 8:00 am Sat, Nov 17th for pack and equipment checking.  We will depart at 8:30 am.  Rosters, maps, and driving instructions will be provided.

SCOUT:

PROGRAM:   We plan to park at the Pacific NW Trail trailhead, in the park, and hike Goose Rock where we can view most of Whidbey Island, hike the Goose Rock Perimeter Trail, and walk over the Deception Pass Bridge. We could can also hike to the West Beach and explore the beach and sand dunes. Afterwards, we will camp at the group campsite on the east side of Cranberry Lake. This is a sloping expansive area, suitable for all kinds of scouting activities. After sunset, we will build a fire, play games, and work on scout advancement.

DESTINATION  ROUTE, Migrant birds viewing: take I-5 north to Conway exit 221, then west at exit; continue onto Fir Island Rd. Look for Snow Geese, Trumpeter, and Tundra Swans.   Take left at Best Rd onto bridge over Skagit River, then left onto Hwy 20. Follow WA-20 to Deception Pass State Park. After Seabolts Smokehouse, the park entrance will be on the right. In the park, travel north on Deception Pass State Park road to West Beach parking lot and the Pacific NW Trail trailhead. 
RETURN  ROUTE for Skagit Valley food: Take Hwy 20, travel 17 miles and right onto Hwy 536. Follow until passing over Skagit river bridge. Take right into Skagit Valley Food Co-op. Have lunch; then follow Hwy 336 to I5 south, arrival at south Church parking lot between 1 and 3 pm. Phone tree contact will be called on the way back.

EQUIPMENT:  Be prepared for rain and cold weather.  Bring rugged clothes and your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible wet and cold conditions, sun protection, map and compass, water bottle, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag. Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps, water containers, and coordinate cooking gear, stoves and fuel (campfires are permitted in designated areas).

FOOD:  The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Scouts are to bring a sack lunch and snacks for Saturday.  Also bring money for a lunch on the trip back home on Sunday.  
FEE
:  $25.00 CASH covers transportation.  Be prepared to provide an additional approximate $8.00 CASH to your patrol grub master for food (adults, too).  Bring some extra spending money for lunch.  Scholarships are available by  contacting Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
