DEPART 
SPECIAL EARLY DEPARTURE -    Meet directly at Sea Scout Dock – Lake Union 7:30am sharp.  Sea Scout Dock is located 2223 N Northlake Way (Waterway 18), just a few blocks east of Gasworks Park.   See map at end of this document.

PROGRAM 
We arrive at Blake Island around 10:00am.  Our campsites will be on the North side of the island close to the dock and Tillicum Village. After setting up camp and eating lunch, the late morning and afternoon will be spent with Patrol Adventure Hikes, Free Time, “Wild Game”, Rank Advancement, then Cooking and Dinner.  Saturday evening will have a campfire program.  Sunday morning will be Breakfast, Games, Chapel, followed by loading the boat and then setting sail home around 1pm.
ROUTE
Transportation provided by Captain Al Bruce and the Sea Scouts of the SSS Propeller
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight camping trip.  Potable water is available.  Pack in firewood.  Scouts must be prepared for inclement weather.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, etc.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, towel, map and compass, water bottle, day pack, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag. 
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday plus Breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and Sunday unless your patrol makes other arrangements.

FEE
$25.00 CASH covers transportation and permits.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses.  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the Lake Union Sea Scout Dock around 3pm on Sunday, September 17th.  Troop will call the phone tree as we steam on back.
