PROGRAM 
We arrive at the Wild Horses Wind and Solar Farm around 10:30am.  The tour will be from 11:00 to 1:00 PM.  Scouts should bring their sack lunch.  A secondary permission slip is required for the tour, see attached.  We will camp at Rocky Coulee Recreation Area along the Columbia River approximately 15 miles from the tour site.  The campsites have specific locations for tents; it is recommended that the patrols use larger tents to minimize the number of sites required.  Evening and afternoon activities include Rank Advancement, wide game, patrol fire building completion (water boiling), then Cooking and Dinner.   Saturday evening will have a campfire program.  Sunday morning will be Breakfast, Chapel, followed by decamping.  We will stop by the Ginkgo Petrified Forrest for a short 3 mile interpretive hike then and heading to Ellensburg for a burger around 12 pm.
ROUTE
I-5 East to past Ellensburg to Kittitas exit 115, head north to Vantage Hwy then East for 12.7 miles.   For camping head another 12 miles east along Vantage Hwy, follow signs to Rocky Coulee Recreation Area.
EQUIPMENT
This trip is an overnight camping trip.  Potable water is NOT available.  Pack water containers and pack in firewood.  Scouts must be prepared for cold (below freezing at night) and windy weather.  Patrols are required to bring sufficient tents, tarps and dining flys, etc.  Troop 166 practices Leave No Trace – i.e. leave only footprints, take only pictures – so bring garbage bags, and plan carefully.  Bring your 10+ essentials including extra warm clothing and rain gear for possible conditions, sun protection, towel, map and compass, water bottle, day pack, trail food, waterproof matches and fire starters, a pocketknife, first-aid kit, flashlight and batteries, overnight camping gear including a warm sleeping bag.
FOOD
The patrols are responsible for preparing dinner on Saturday plus Breakfast on Sunday.  Each patrol will invite an adult to join them.  Provide your own trail food, and sack lunches for Saturday and bring cash for Sunday lunch likely at McDonalds Ellensburg.

FEE
$25.00 CASH covers transportation and permits.  Provide an additional $8.00 CASH to your patrol (all adults, too) for food expenses.  Scholarships are available.  Contact Bill Montgomery at least 5 days prior to the outing.
RETURN
Troop will arrive back at the Wedgwood Presbyterian around 4pm on Sunday, November 12th.  Troop will call the phone tree as we steam on back.

Tour Information

Thank you for your interest in the Wild Horse Wind Facility!

Please review the following information before your visit.

1. Tour Confirmation: Please confirm your scheduled tour at least 1-2 weeks in advance so that changes or additions can be accommodated. 

2. Group Size: In order to minimize wait time on the tours and because of limited seating capacity, please try to limit group size to 50. Larger parties can be accommodated, but will need to be split into several groups and plan for a longer stay.

3. Arrival: Please check in 10 minutes prior to your tour and presentation time.

4. Facilities: We have bathroom facilities and a kitchen (by reservation) but you will need to bring your own food and water bottles. We provide water in a pitcher, but it helps us reduce trash if you bring your own container. 

5. Liability Forms: Must be signed prior to participating in the tour. Participants under 18 years of age must have a parent signature on the form.

6. Clothing: Closed-toed sturdy shoes are required for the tour. Coats, gloves, and hats are advised for tours in the spring and fall. 

7. Safety: Hard hats and safety glasses are required and will be provided for site visitors. Young children will not be able to participate in the tour if the safety gear does not fit properly, or if they are unwilling to wear it for the duration of the tour. A site safety review will be provided prior to the tour. Various hazards exist at an operating wind facility, such as inclement weather, primitive trail conditions, high voltage electricity, wildlife, overhead hazards, magnets, and steep terrain.

8. Pacemakers: Visitors with pacemakers are prohibited from entering the turbines because magnets are present.

9. Site Closures: Turbine tours may be canceled due to high winds, snow, ice, heavy rains, or at the tour guide’s discrepancy.  A modified indoor/outdoor tour will be offered as an alternative to the turbine tour. Directions

Tour groups meet at the Wild Horse Renewable Energy Center, located 3 miles off of the Vantage Highway. The access road speed limit is 25 mph. Please allow an extra 10 minutes of travel time for this portion of the trip.

Directions from Seattle

1. Travel eastbound on Interstate 90 to Ellensburg, take exit 106.

2. Follow the exit across the overpass, straight through the 4-way stop to University Way.  

3. Follow University Way through town.  University Way becomes the Vantage Highway as it leaves town.

4. Follow Vantage Highway for 15.5 miles.
